law”, or injury due to an accident that occurs during working hours or as a result of

performing the work. The injury resulting from pressure and exhaustion due to work is
considered as a work injury if the conditions and cases contained in a Ministerial Decree
issued by the Minister of Finance and National Economy after approval by the Minister of
Health are met. Any accident occurring to an Employee or a Servant who is subject to the
provisions of this Law during his travelling to and from his place of work is considered as

a Work Injury, provided the travelling to and from the place of work is without a stop, a

delay or a diversion from the normal route.

Private Sector: Any occupational disease contracted from amongst those prescribed in
Schedule 3 attached to ““ Social Insurance Law No. 24 of 1976”, or any injury to the
workers as a result of an accident arising out during the course of the performance of his
work or because thereof.; All accidents sustained by the insured on his way to work and
return therefrom or on his way from his place of work to the place where he customarily
has his meals within his workplace, provided always that he shall not have stopped or
deviated from the customary route; and any movements he makes on the instructions of
the employer or during travel so authorized by him or his representative, shall be
considered within this provision
